Tom Sullivan noted that the 
poinsettias will be available to 
be picked up at Baker’s on 
Nov. 29 for $8.  The colors are 
red, white, marble, and pink. 
Kevin announced Dec. 17-18 as 
the date of our Kettle Drive.  
The sign-ups will take place 
after Thanksgiving. 
Kevin will attend an 
organizational meeting soon 
for our AmeriCares Homefront 
Project.  The Knights of 
Columbus have expressed 
interest in supporting our 
project. 
As Danielle Caldwell is making 
progress in therapy, renovation 
plans are on hold. 
Warden John Seminski of the 
MacDougal-Walker 
Correctional Facility gave an 
informative overview of the 
facility and the Ct. Dept. of 
Corrections.  There are 18 
facilities in the state, 7000 
employees, 17,000 male 
inmates, 1300 female inmates, 
and 2000 on parole, with a 
budget of $600 million.  35,000 
offenders come through yearly.  
85% are drug offenders.  95% 
of inmates will be discharged 
and reintegrated into 
communities.  MacDougal is a 
maximum security facility 
housing 1555 inmates.  Walker 
holds 576.  There are numerous 
Voc Ed and other educational 
opportunities available.
