We were treated to an interesting program
this evening. David Beiderman, an engineer
with Hamilton Sunstrand with gave a great
presentation on the Airbus 380 and the
Boeing 787. Both of these airplanes are
designed with multi level passenger
compartments, for the 787 carrying up to
800 passengers per flight. The 787 will have
an 8,000 mile range, employing two flight
crews per trip because of the extended flight
times. The 380 will be a shorter range
airplane, intended to be a giant feeder into a
hub and spoke system. Both of these
airplanes will be state of the art as far as
safety features are concerned. New features
include nitrogen producing systems that
protect the fuel tanks and an airflow
propelled generator that serves as a backup
in case of an electrical failure.

The gross takeoff weight for the 787 is
almost 1,000,000 Ibs. Of that, the Hamilton
systems will weigh 10,000 Ibs per aircraft
(yes, | got the 0’s right)
