Revere) set out to call the colonists to
arms that fateful night. Israel's
accomplishment far exceeded Paul’s
more famous midnight ride. Over five
days Israel traveled day and night
with little sleep during an exhausting
345-mile journey from Boston to
Philadelphia brief. Paul Revere may
have made it into poetry and popular
consciousness, but his midnight ride
pales in comparison to the
remarkable journey of Israel Bissell.
